Caution in promoting and
advertising club trips involving
air!

Recently LAC was contacted by
the California Attorney
General’s [AG] office regarding
one of our trips advertised on
the Internet. Our tour operator
had changed companies,
therefore, changed their CST
number but we still had the old
one on our flyer.

Seems that the AG is following
up on who does and doesn't
have a California Seller of
Travel [CST]! There are big
fines and a lot of paperwork to
go through to get this.

We have discussed at meetings
and in the Snow Scene the need
to do your club trips involving
either air or sea transportation
with a tour operator who has a
California Seller of Travel
number [CST]. The first
sentence of the statue states:

“Seller of Travel” means a person
who sells, provides, furnishes,
contracts for, arranges, or
advertises that he or she can or
may arrange, or has arranged,
wholesale or retail air or sea
transportation either separately or
in conjunction with other travel
services. If you wish to see more
information and/or apply for a
CST, you can find the
information at
caag.state.ca.us/travel/.

Note that this only applies to
air and sea transportation. If

your club goes directly and
arranges their own trips with air
transportation, you need to
have a CST!

If you go through a tour
operator, you are still
promoting and advertising the
trip. Make sure your tour
operator has a valid CST. This
CST number should be on all
your promotional material. You
will see the CST on the LAC
flyers for the Aspen, Steamboat,
Banff and Salt Lake trips.

Even this may not always
protect your club. If all monies
are paid directly from the
participant to the tour operator,
then you are O.K. However, if
you prefer to keep track of the
money and send just one check
to the tour operator, ask your
tour operator to provide you
with a letter of agency stating
that your club is acting as their
agent in collecting the moneys
for the trip.

Council o Ski Glubs

www.lacouncil.org

Help Deb Armstrong—

Deb Armstrong, instructor at
Taos Ski Area, Olympic Gold
Medalist GS at Sarajevo, and
special guest at the 2005 Far
West Convention, was bitten
by a tick in late August and as a
result suffered a series of life
threatening events— Borellia,
sepsis, and acute respiratory
distress syndrome.

After almost two weeks of
sedation while on life support,
she regained consciousness and
has been working her way
through a very long recovery.

What Ski Sales Tell Us—
Retail sales for skiing and
snowboarding for August
through October 2004 were up

3% in dollars to $323.3 million
while unit sales declined 3.6%,
according to SnowSports
Industries America (SIA).

Strength in carve skis, integrat-
ed ski-binding systems, twin-
tips, tele gear, parkas and winter
boots was countered by weak-
ness in snowboard gear, midfats
skis, soft boots, and juniors.

Twintips are hot. With prices
down but ample inventory to
meet the demand, twin tip ski
sales shot up 72% in dollars.

The ski mix is shifting toward
carve-friendly models (up 62%)
and away from midfats (down

34%). Midfats still outsell carve

Chinese Ski Boom Set Back—

Reports from Chinese capital
Beijing reports that the recent
boom in small ski hills around
the city could be set back on
two fronts this winter.

In the short term, the dozen or
so hills that have sprung up in
just a few years are suffering
from unusually warm
temperatures. Most have been
unable to open so far and prices
are reported to be up on
average by 10%.

In the long-term, the Beijing
government is no longer going
to provide special support for
new projects and will place
existing ski areas under
increased supervision.

Bank Claims Elk Meadows—

The Nimbus Loan Fund has
repossessed Elk Meadows ski
area in southwestern Utah from
former owner Wayne Case for
$1 million, with hopes that
new management can turn it
into a going concern.

Elk Meawdows is a 450-acre ski
area with 1,400’ vertical drop,
located 250 miles northeast of
Las Vegas. An expansion to the
summit of 12,000-foot Mt.
Holly is possible. Annual
snowfall averages 400 inches.
And the property includes
1,400 acres of private land, so
real-estate development is a
distinct possibility.

Founded in 1971, Elk last
operated in the 2001-02 season.
The area owes Nimbus $3.6
million, Beaver County nearly
$200,000 in back taxes and
another $800,000 on bond

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World War II—

At the CSA Convention at Fairmont Hotel in
San Francisco, CA on October 18, 1942, the
current board, led by President Dr. Frank
Howard, voted to freeze all offices, even if the
officer was serving in the war. CSA asked that
there be no tournaments. There would be no
sanctioned events, no conventions, and no
approved travel until the war was over. In
addition, CSA paid club dues to NSA for those
clubs not able to do so.

In California, NSPS Division Chairman Albert
Sigal was bent on building the Ski Patrol into a
dependable search and rescue unit and offered
their services to a nearby Air Force base. Late
February 1942, a bomber crashed due to heavy
snowfall in the San Bernardino Mountains
outside of Los Angeles. When the Air Force was
unable to locate the plane, California Ski Patrol,
led by Cortlandt T. Hill, spent 2,113 manhours
on the search. This success led to the formation
of “Operation M’Aidez” (May Day), the code
name for coordinating 24 NSPS patrols from
San Diego to Seattle in search and rescue
missions for the Fourth Air Force. This
cooperation between the Air Force and NSPS
continued for many years after the war ended.

Post War Growth—

After the war, California’s skiing history has
been largely a story of area development.
There was a glut of inexpensive “surplus” ski
equipment available for the masses. Many of
those that served in the Army’s famed 10th
Mountain Division came home to build their
mountain. In October 1946, at the CSA
convention in Santa Cruz, the constitution was
changed and the bylaws revised creating a
competition committee. CSA established the
formation of six districts within the state that
would meet monthly. An Area Development
committee was formed in the hopes of securing
the opening of the San Gorgonio Area for skiing.
Three years later, the US Forest Service released
their prospectus outlining their proposal for the
initial development of Mineral King.

Post \War Years

Prior to the war, CSA had established a committee
to work out a “Plan for Certification of Ski
Instructors” and to standardize teaching. In 1947,
the first professional ski instructor organization in
the US was the California Ski Instructor’s
Association organized at Donner Summit.

Far West Ski Association—

At the CSA convention on October 29, 1948, the
association officially changed its name to Far West
Ski Association to conform with the designations
of the other divisions of NSA and to have a name
more representative of the geographical area it
encompassed— California, Nevada and Hawaii.
The annual convention was also changed from the
fall to spring.

The primary function of FWSA was sanctioning
tournaments to be held within the Far West
region. This involved scheduling dates, selecting
the judges, and regulating the events. Another
important function of FWSA was raising funds in
Winter Olympic and FIS years to help finance
USA teams who participated in ski and jump
events.

By 1960, FWSA had grown to 80 affiliated clubs,
with approximately 4,500 members of whom
1,250 were competitive skiers. The emphasis of
the association was moving more toward
recreation. Two things contributed greatly to the
growth of skiing in the Far West during the early
60's— the Far West Flight Charter Program and
the televised coverage of the VIII Winter Olympics
at Squaw Valley.

Far West Flight Charter Program—

The story of the fabulously successful Far West
Charter flights goes back a few years before the
first Far West Charter in 1958. The very first
attempt to charter flights within the Far West
region began with the Grindelwald Ski Club in
Los Angeles. Grindelwald, founded in 1949, had a
unigque honorary exchange program with the Swiss
Ski Klub Grindelwald. They were familiar with
Switzerland, had skied the alps, and knew where to
find all the good skiing.
